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An Overview

This report presents the results of the Industrial Production Survey for the third quarter of 2025.
The information provided includes data on the quantity and value of selected manufactured
commodities within the manufacturing industry.

Objective

The primary objective of the Quarterly Industrial Production Survey is to provide timely
information on short-term developments in Zanzibar’s industrial sector. The data generated are
intended to support planners, decision-makers, and other stakeholders interested in analyzing the
performance and trends of the country’s industrial sector.

Scope and Coverage

The survey is confined to the manufacturing industry and covers the majority of manufacturing
establishments that account for a large share of the sector’s output, based on selected commodities.
According to the results of the 2008 and 2012 Industrial Censuses, these establishments contribute
more than 85 percent of the total manufacturing gross output; therefore, the realized output can be
considered a reliable estimate of overall industrial sector performance.

In addition, small-scale establishments with substantial levels of output were included in the
survey. These accounted for less than 10 percent of the total number of establishments covered.
Methodology

This QSIP report is limited to the quarterly survey of selected industrial commodities. Owing to
the nature and structure of manufacturing activities in Zanzibar, the scope of the survey is confined
to a limited number of products.

Data are collected on a quarterly basis. The information gathered includes the quantity and value
of selected commodities produced on a monthly basis within the reference quarter. The survey is
conducted regularly, and the report is typically released within six weeks after the end of the

reference quarter.

Summary Results

Overall, the total value of selected commodities increased from TZS 18,287.7 million to TZS
23,599.2 million in the third quarter of 2025. This growth was mainly attributed to higher
production in the manufacture of sugar products, other food products, and macaroni, noodles,

couscous, and similar farinaceous products, as shown (Table 1.4).

The manufacture of grain mill products accounted for the largest share of total production value,
contributing 77.4 percent. This was followed by the manufacture of sugar products at 14.7 percent

and the manufacture of beverages at 6.5 percent, as presented (Table 1.4).

Production of grain mill products increased by 35.3 percent, rising from 11,660 tons in the third
quarter of 2024 to 15,810 tons in the corresponding quarter of 2025. Similarly, the manufacture of
bakery products recorded a 9.1 percent increase, from 64,001 thousand units in the third quarter of
2024 to 69,796 thousand units in the third quarter of 2025.

The production of sugar products increased by more than doubled to 1,735 tons in the third quarter
of 2025. Likewise, the manufacture of other food products n.e.c. rose slightly from 8,712 kg in the
second quarter to 8,755 kg in the third quarter of 2025. In contrast, no production was recorded in
the manufacture of finishing of textiles during the third quarter of 2025, compared to 326 thousand

meters produced in the second quarter of 2025.

Production of wearing apparel, except fur apparel, increased from 1,583 pieces in the second
quarter of 2025 to 1,615 pieces in the third quarter of 2025, representing a 2.0 percent growth.
Similarly, the manufacture of pharmaceutical, medical chemical and botanical products rose by 2.3
percent, from 4,884 kg in the second quarter to 4,996 kg in the third quarter of 2025. The
manufacture of jewellery and related articles also recorded a 2.3 percent increase during the same
period. (Table 1.3 and 1.4).
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
